Across England the average Covid infection rate is 1in 70 now carrying the 

virus to others. On-going booster injections seem to protect most people 

from severe illness, including from the now multiple Omicron variants. 

This year’s Flu outbreaks are also rising. Numbers of both infections are 

now affecting hospitals, although the vaccinations are working to reduce the 

severity of the cases for most people. For some time, the demands for A&E 

and beds will delay ambulances, clinics & operations and worsen the speed 

& level of treatment available. 1 in 30 are suffering from long-covid 

conditions after being infected by the virus. Larger crowds in-doors are still 

riskier, as is mixing with the elderly & those most vulnerable whilst infected. 

In these still unusual times, the Church building is still open: Masses, 

lighting of candles, silent prayer in benches before the Blessed Sacrament.  
     

        Some may still wish to continue to wear face masks in Church. 
 

The Bishops’ Independent Review of Safeguarding in England & Wales & 

the ICSA reports: The published national inquiry ICSA report into the crimes 

and sins of abuse across many organisations, including the Catholic Church, 

has highlighted historic cases over the last fifty years and recent examples. 

It and a separate report have recommended further reforms to the Church’s 

safeguarding processes and to address the victims & survivors needs. All 

our bishops have accepted the recommendations and committed to 

constantly further improve safeguarding & support throughout Church & 

society and this continues to be something that has to be continuously 

prioritised.
