Anniversary of the foundation of the Archdiocese 29 September 2025 marks 

the 175th anniversary of the restoration of the Catholic Hierarchy of England and 

Wales in 1850 by Pope Blessed Pius IX, after a gap since the Reformation. It 

therefore also marks the 175th birthday of the (Arch)diocese of Liverpool. To 

mark this Mass on that day will be celebrated “in thanksgiving for the gift and 

mission of our Catholic faith”.  

 

Our HOME-CHURCH-SCHOOL links, each support and build up the parish 

family, as we recognise and celebrate being part of something bigger; the visible

For the regular visiting of the elderly and vulnerable, we need new 

Eucharistic Ministers to have DBS checks, so we currently cannot normally 

provide regular communion visits at home, but if parishioners are             

house-bound and their condition is likely to continue to keep them at home 

for the longer term, please telephone the presbytery and Fr Sean will arrange 

a visit for the Sacrament of the Sick and Holy Communion. Please remind 

everyone that this is not just for those who are dying, but for the sick. If 

people are dying don’t wait until their final hours to call for the Priest. 
 

Fr Sean is the Catholic Chaplain to Alder Hey Children’s Hospital . He also 

provides some holiday-cover & some weekly night-cover to the Aintree 

Hospital Chaplaincy priests. If a parishioner is ill in hospital, please ask 

family to inform nursing staff that they want to be registered as Catholic and 

wish to be seen by the Catholic Chaplain on call.
