A warm WELCOME to everyone at Mass at Church this weekend. We
particularly welcome those families invited to Masses this weekend as we
remember their loved ones who have died.

Invitation letters were sent out at the end of September to those families who
have celebrated the funeral of their loved ones in the Parish in the previous
12 months. Their names will be read out at the today’s Masses of All Saints
transferred feast day, and they can come to either of our Sunday Masses or on
Monday 10" November at 7pm. Remembrance of the War Dead is on Sunday
9t November. We will also remember them and all our deceased loved ones
on All Souls Day Masses, transferred to Monday 3™ November, 10am & 7pm.

As we move into a new month, we next have the November Dead/Pious Lists
tradition, of writing names of loved ones onto lists and placing the envelope
and Mass offering donation into the offertory bags or the box on the altar
steps. A weekly Mass will be celebrated for all those named on the November
Pious Lists forms during November.

We can also remember the real meaning of the Feast that fell at the end of
October. ‘All Hallows Eve’, ‘Hallow’e’en- the night before the feast we
remember all the Saints, deceased loved ones, all the ‘Hallowed’/ Holy Souls
of the dead- not ghosts but Souls and Saints.

MEMORIAL BOOK. If you would like a dead loved one’s name to be
entered in the Memorial Book on display near the Lourdes Grotto, please
give their name and date of their anniversary of death together with £20 in
an envelope into the offertory or the Presbytery and they will be entered
in Book. Mass is celebrated every month for those named in the Book.
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
