For the regular visiting of the elderly and vulnerable, we need new
Eucharistic Ministers to have DBS checks, so we currently cannot normally
provide regular communion visits at home, but if parishioners are
house-bound and their condition is likely to continue to keep them at home
for the longer term, please telephone the presbytery and Fr Sean will arrange
a visit for the Sacrament of the Sick and Holy Communion. Please remind
everyone that this is not just for those who are dying, but for the sick. If
people are dying don’t wait until their final hours to call for the Priest.

Fr Sean is the Catholic Chaplain to Alder Hey Children’s Hospital . He also
provides some holiday-cover & some weekly night-cover to the Aintree
Hospital Chaplaincy priests. If a parishioner is ill in hospital, please ask
family to inform nursing staff that they want to be registered as Catholic and
wish to be seen by the Catholic Chaplain on call.

A warm WELCOME to everyone at Mass at Church this weekend.

We had great response from families who had held funerals with the parish
over the last 12 months, at both Sunday Masses and the annual weekday Mass
where their names were read and remembered and candles were lit.

As we move through this new month, we next have the November Dead/Pious
Lists tradition, of writing names of loved ones onto lists and placing the
envelope and Mass offering donation into the offertory bags or the box on the
altar steps. A weekly Mass will be celebrated for all those named on the
November Pious Lists forms throughout November.

We can also remember the real meaning of the Feast that fell at the end of
October. ‘All Hallows Eve’, ‘Hallow’e’en- the night before the feast we
remember all the Saints, deceased loved ones, all the ‘Hallowed’ and then
Holy Souls of the dead- not ghosts but Souls and Saints, and they pray for us.

In these final weeks of the Church’s year, before the new season and new
liturgical year begins with Advent, the bible readings at Mass invite us to
reflect upon the promised return of Jesus from Heaven when the angels and
saints and our deceased loved ones will rise and we are all re-united again.

MEMORIAL BOOK. If you would like a dead loved one’s name to be
entered in the Memorial Book on display near the Lourdes Grotto, please
give their name and date of their anniversary of death together with £20 in
an envelope into the offertory or the Presbytery and they will be entered
in Book. Mass is celebrated every month for those named in the Book.
