If a parishioner is ill in hospital, please ask
family to inform nursing staff that they want to be registered as Catholic and
wish to be seen by the Catholic Chaplain on call.

A warm WELCOME to everyone at Mass at Church this weekend.

The Nativity Feast continues, an 8-day, 12-day and then continuing season to
the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, 11" January. Don’t take the Christmas
decorations down too early, not at least until ‘12" night” and then at least keep
the crib up ....there is an older tradition of the season continuing for 40-days
to the Feast of the Presentation of the Child Jesus in the Temple 2™ February.
